Program Description:

Courses in the English as a Second Language program are designed to develop and improve basic reading, writing, listening, and speaking English.  Each student is assessed using the Comprehensive Adult Student Assessment System (CASAS).  Skills taught include reading comprehension, vocabulary building, grammar, sentence structure, paragraph and essay writing; listening and speaking skills; and computer knowledge. These concepts and skills are taught through lecture, classroom exercises, small group work and individual instruction.  These courses are designed to enhance a student’s life and work skills and encourage students to obtain further education. 

The Grays Harbor College Desired Student Abilities (DSAs) of Competency in the Disciplines, Literacy, Critical Thinking, Social and Personal Responsibilities, and Information Use correlate with the Washington State Adult Learning Standards.  These learning standards are adapted from the Equipped for the Future (EFF) Content Standards.  Following the EFF framework for Adult Education, students are involved in setting quarterly goals for the class that will help them carry out their roles as parents and family members, citizens and community members and workers.  Therefore, scope and sequence of specific learning objectives are based on specific needs identified by the learners.

Assessment:

Assessment of student progress will be conducted on a regular basis with all students through testing and instructor observation. Students will also be asked to evaluate instructors and classes utilizing the GHC Student Evaluation process.
