	Determine the purpose for communicating.


	Students expressed the need to complete medical forms accurately. Therefore, the purpose was determined by the students. 


	Organize and present information to serve the purpose.


	Students brainstormed vocabulary and situations. The instructor presented new vocabulary which students practiced pronouncing and using in context.


	Pay attention to conventions of English language usage, including grammar, spelling, and sentence structure, to minimize barriers to reader’s comprehension.
	Students focused on capitalization and spelling. Sentences were not used since students were completing forms.


	Seek feedback and revise to enhance the effectiveness of the communication.


	Students set up a clinic. They shared forms and went over them. Students also completed a form for TB tests and went over them with a nurse from the Health Department.



2. How did you use the level indicators to guide your planning?
4.1-5.1 The purpose and audience were easily identified. 

4.2-5.2 There was also a structured plan (the forms)

4.3-5.3 Vocabulary and text structures were addressed but not paragraphs.
4.4-5.4 Revision and revising happened when students went over forms in the clinic.

I felt the Standards guided the lesson easily. However, it was not a traditional writing lesson in that sentences and paragraphs were not taught or produced. I don’t think that takes away from the lesson. These were addressed in other lessons.
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
