Students’ confidence in their ability to communicate, both orally and in writing will increase and they will be able to write simple and a few compound sentences, sometimes in short paragraphs with some effort but with few errors to independently accomplish simple, well defined, and structured writing activities in a few comfortable and familiar settings.
