Course Description:

This course is designed to help students enhance their language and writing skills by emphasizing, grammar and usage, sentence formation, paragraph development, capitalization, punctuation, and writing conventions for special forms, like letters and quotations. This class will also help students learn to become proficient writers by utilizing hands-on, effective writing strategies. Students’ confidence in their ability to communicate, both orally and in writing will improve and they will be able to write simple narrative, informative, or expressive texts of a paragraph and steps/instructions/commands with some effort but with few errors. They can independently accomplish well-defined and structured writing activities for varied audiences (self, family, workplace, teacher) in a range of comfortable and familiar settings.
