Course Description:

This course is designed to help students enhance their math skills and focuses on continued work with decimals, fractions, ratios, and percents.  Instruction and learning will emphasize real life applications for the concepts of:  understanding, reading, writing, and comparing decimals, reading digital measurements, using calculators, writing expressions, solving word problems, understanding fraction, ratios and percents and solving multi-step problems.   Additional study will give emphasis to measurement and data analysis with instruction and learning on the following topics: rulers and units of length, finding the perimeter, area, volume and units of time.  Students in this course will be able to easily select and apply the knowledge, skills, and strategies of this course to independently accomplish well-defined and structured math tasks in a range of comfortable and familiar settings.
