GED Preparation 1 (Level 5)
Student Syllabus
Course Description:

This course is designed to continue to enhance student’s math skills and help them prepare for the Official GED Math Tests, Parts 1 & 2. Instruction and learning will emphasize the following concepts: writing expressions, powers and roots, order of operations, perimeter and area, add/sub/mul/div signed numbers, expressions and variables, calculator use, scientific notations and writing number sentences.  Students may also review fractions, decimals, ratios, percents, measurement and data analysis, as they begin to work on algebra and geometry.  Students will be able to easily select and apply the knowledge, skills, and strategies of this course to independently accomplish structured math tasks in a variety of comfortable and familiar settings.

· For students working toward earning a GED, assessment will include taking the GED Math Practice Tests and/or taking the Official GED Math Tests, Parts 1 and 2

· Students may also choose to take the GHC College Placement Test (CPT) as an assessment of their progress
