MATHEMATICS

GED Preparation 2 (Level 6) 
Student Syllabus
Course Description:

This course is designed to provide a final review of basic math concepts for students preparing to take the GED math tests and/or who wish to review before taking any other placement or workplace assessment test such as the GHC College Placement Test.  Students who have not taken the GED Math Practice Tests will do so at the beginning of the class to determine areas needing improvement. This course will ensure that student’s can easily select and apply the knowledge, skills, and strategies at this level to independently accomplish minimally structured complex math tasks in a variety of comfortable and familiar settings.

· The GHC College Placement Test will also be used as an assessment tool for students in this course
