Student Syllabus

Course Description:

This course is designed to help students develop their thinking skills as they learn to read by seeing labels, ads, rules and directions, charts, menus, news and sports reports, magazine articles, letters to the editor, and voting information.  Students will focus on real-life materials and familiar subjects related to personal family, citizen/community or worker roles.  Students also will learn about how the United States began and how it changed from a small country to a large country. This course will emphasize reading and comprehending words in a page or two of simple text, slowly but easily and with few errors, to independently accomplish simple, well-defined and structured reading activities in a range of comfortable and familiar settings.
