Course Description:

This course is designed to help students develop their thinking skills as they learn to read better by reading news and sports reports, opinion columns, charts and graphs, ads, rules and directions, how-to tips, tables of contents, and texts in history, science, nature, and language. Students also will learn to improve their reading rates, comprehension and their critical thinking skills by reading short, uniform passages. This class will emphasize quickly and accurately reading and comprehending words and word groups in multiple pages of simple text to independently accomplish simple, well-defined and structured reading activities in a range of comfortable and familiar settings. This course will also begin to prepare students for transitioning into further educational programs.
