· CASAS Tests

· Continuous observation of performance, attitude, behavior, cooperation and attendance 
· For students working toward earning a GED, assessment should include taking the GED Language Arts, Reading Practice Test and/or taking the Official GED Language Arts, Reading Tests

· Students may also choose to take the GHC College Placement Test (CPT) as an assessment of their progress
