Student Syllabus
Course Description:

· CASAS Tests

· For students working toward earning a GED, assessment should include taking the GED Language Arts, Reading Practice Test and/or taking the Official GED Language Arts, Reading Test

· The GHC College Placement Test will also be used as an assessment tool for students in this course
