Prepared to Succeed Information
For Entry Advisors

The Prepared to Succeed program is designed to assist students who, based on placement scores, might need a little extra attention as they work their way through the developmental education courses on their way to their educational goal.  As entry advisors we need your help to ensure that all appropriate students are assigned to a Prepared to Succeed (P2S) advisor.  The criteria for this program, the process of assignment and a few talking points with students are listed below.

Criteria for program

Any student who tests 2 levels below college level in at least two (2) areas should be assigned a P2S advisor.  Specifically this means any student who tests at Read 80, Engl 60 and/or Math 95 or below , in at least two subjects (or all three) qualifies for this program. Students testing at ABE levels in more than one subject should still be sent to the ABE department for assistance. 


Exceptions to this pilot program include:

1. Students who want to major in nursing should still be sent to Penny
2. Students who are in the Workfirst program should not be assigned a P2S advisor (please be sure you ask if the student is in this program)

3. Student-athletes should still be assigned to Diane S. (please be sure to ask if the student is playing sports at GHC)

Assignment of Advisor

The process of assigning an advisor really isn’t any different than what you have been doing with three exceptions:

1. Once you determine that the student qualifies for this program, and you know they are not nursing majors, in the Workfirst program or an athlete (please be sure you ask them if they fall into any of these categories), you will write P2S on their Assignment of Advisor form
2. You will choose an appropriate P2S advisor from the list below
3. Assign the student a Meet Your Advisor appointment and put P2S on the spreadsheet along with their name and phone number
Note: P2S advisors also want to continue to be assigned a few non-P2S students who want to major in the areas they are currently advising in:

Talking points:
