Advising Updates for Summer/Fall 2011
General Updates

Faculty advisors can begin advising for summer/fall quarters at any time now. Schedule Planner is updated for fall quarter and the fall schedule will be on the website soon. Please send any corrections for Schedule Planner to Nancy DeVerse or Maureen Espedal.

We encourage advisors to place a sign-up sheet on your doors for easier scheduling. Registration for students with 24 or more credits will begin on May 16th and for students with 23 or fewer credits on May 23rd. Returning students who reapplied to the college by May 3rd will be able to register for classes online on the same dates as current students.
Reminder: please use entry codes for prerequisite overrides. For class overloads, please sign in the appropriate space on the add-drop forms.

Reminder: classes with an Angel component cannot have a waitlist.
Lift and Shift, a re-hosting of the Student Management System, will take place over Memorial Day weekend and will require us to log into the SMS in a new way. Watch for more information from Sandy Lloyd.

When you speak with students who will take a quarter or more time off (excluding summer quarter), please encourage them to reapply to the college EARLY in the quarter before they wish to return. With the new registration system, students who reapply by a given deadline can register online on the same time frame as current students, giving them an edge in getting their chosen classes.

As we end this year, we will begin to use a new code for the year/quarter in the SMS.  The summer code is B121.  The fall code is B122.
Admissions & Records has developed a new Admissions website that clarifies the processes of entering for new, returning, international and underage students. Check it out on our website under 1st steps. 

Please advise all students to take note of location when enrolling themselves in classes.  The Riverview campus had several students this spring who thought they were enrolled in Aberdeen classes, when they were actually enrolled in Raymond.   

Please note some significant changes in course designations. Beginning in summer quarter, all HUST courses will be renamed with an HS designation. All of the courses currently designated as OFTC will be given BTECH designations, and the current CIS 131, 140, 141, 150 and 161 will also have BTECH designations. CIS 101, 101, 102, 125 and 251 will retain their current designations.
Updates from the Faculty
From Nursing
The nursing curriculum is changing to an AAS-T, a degree that prepares students to transfer to some bachelor’s degree programs.  Students entering in fall quarter will be advised into the new requirements. Some of the main differences are that CIS and AHLTH will no longer be required, and students will need to complete MATH& 146.  This makes it more important than ever for pre-nursing students to be in a MATH course each quarter. 
From the Library

Starting in fall quarter, Library 101 (2 credits, specified elective) will be offered fully on-line. It will still be accelerated and completed early in the quarter, typically around week 7.
From Science and Math
Laura Ratcliff with teach Math 98 at 11:00 and Math 70 at 1:00 in the fall.  Both will be listed as “Hybrid” on the schedule, but the ANGEL component is only a supplement to a traditional class.  Students will be able to communicate, access grades, and find supplementary resources on ANGEL, but will not be required to use it as part of the class.  Both classes meet in-person Monday through Friday.

 From Business
Please note that both sections of CIS 102 Computer Applications are HYBRID and only meet 4 times this summer.  It is in the schedule, but students often overlook that fact. Students enrolled should have good basic computer skills.
From the Humanities Division
GHC students who are considering transfer to art programs at WA universities should see Art Instructor Sandgren soon about scheduling their art curriculum choices for next year.  Art &100 online will be the only credit art course offered on campus Spring 2012. Studio art classes will be taught Fall and Winter only: the sequence of Design and Drawing courses, and alternating Printmaking and Painting offerings will all be affected. 

Portfolios of students' work required for application to the transfer programs can thus be organized with advisor help towards the end of winter term 2012 for the spring application deadlines. Potential art majors may need to discuss course selection starting now to maximize their transfer success.
