Dear Grant:

Grays Harbor College is preparing to welcome our 12th group of World Class Scholars with the approaching graduation of the class of 2010. This moment seemed so far off when we launched the program sixteen years ago!

The College sent a packet to each student in the Class of 2010 at your school who has been active in World Class Scholars. Attached is a roster of these students. Please contact me at (360) 538-4121 if you discover any additional seniors who should be included. Also, enclosed is a copy of the letter each student received, plus the checklist of tasks they must complete to qualify for this distinction. We will be mailing a similar packet to their parents or guardian, so hopefully everyone will understand what is entailed in accomplishing World Class Scholar status. Please familiarize yourself with the checklist, since I know you will be contacted by students and their families as the April 9 deadline approaches.  

We will be relying on high school counselors, or parent coordinators, to notify us that a student has met the World Class Scholar portfolio requirements. That information must be sent to me no later than April 30. Other documents on the checklist (admissions form), will be submitted by the students directly to the College. Financial Aid forms go directly to a national processing address and GHC is notified of qualifiers. 

Remember, students do not have to take the CPT test prior to April 9; however the rest of their documentation must be submitted by that date. Students should take their placement test sometime during this spring and it absolutely must be taken before beginning school in the fall. The Counseling Office is scheduling CPT tests for HS seniors towards the latter part of April. To receive funding fall quarter students must place at college level on the placement exam or score 500 in English and Math on SAT or 20 on the ACT. 

The Grays Harbor College Foundation is committed to awarding each qualifying World Class Scholar a $1250 scholarship when they are admitted and enrolled in classes at the College. As you probably know, that amount pays for almost one-half of a year’s tuition at GHC or buys a year’s worth of books and supplies. In addition, the services of our Financial Aid office are available for qualifying students who need additional financial assistance. Also, students who actually qualify as World Class Scholars but do not enroll for Fall Quarter at GHC are eligible for the partial 

scholarship, should they decide at a later date to enroll at GHC, are still pursuing their undergraduate degree and assuming they had met all of the World Class Scholar criteria as graduating high school seniors. We need to receive a copy of each student’s transcripts at the end of the school year as well as the grade at first semester of their senior year if their 1st semester grades were borderline.

We also would like to honor each qualifying student (regardless of their actual choice of college) during graduation activities at your school. We will be in contact with you for dates of these events. These students soon are realizing their goal of earning high school diplomas and attaining World Class Scholar status; Grays Harbor College wants to be there to applaud their efforts.
