GOALS

Definition: The objective toward which an endeavor is directed.

You want to make sure that your goal is not an activity. Ask yourself “Why do I want to do this?” Sometimes the answer to that question is really your goal.

Example: 
Goal – To study math more.



Why?  I want to get a better math grade.

Redefined goal:  To improve my math grade.

Activities to support this goal: Studying daily, tutoring sessions with the teacher, study table participation, practicing with a friend before test time, doing extra credit, etc.

Remember:  You want to be able to list 5 activities that could help you reach your goal. This way the door will always be open. If one way doesn’t work, you will have many options.

Completing the activities on the following pages may help you better be able to write a workable goal for yourself. Take this seriously and it will pay off in your goal reaching efforts!

Types of Goals
Academic Goals:  These goals would be ones that would involve school and improving scholastically.

Example:  To improve your grade in a given subject.

Community Goals:  These goals would involve your community. This may be your city or school.

Example: To work at a “Feed the Hungry” site.

Social/Personal Goals:  These goals would be ones that involve leadership, peer relationships or self-esteem issues.

Example: To become a leader at school.

Examples:

· To design an after-school tutoring club for young children

· To establish myself as a positive citizen in my city

· To identify how I can help my community improve

PERSONAL/SOCIAL GOALS:  These goals deal with leadership qualities, peer relationships, and self-concept issues.

Examples:
· To demonstrate leadership qualities in my peer group

· To adopt a positive attitude

· To establish a set of personal values

· To assist in study groups
· To draw upon positive role models
