1. Complete GHC Admission Application on-line.

· Please apply online at www.ghc.edu or you can pick up an application in your counselor’s office and submit to the GHC Admissions Office. There is no cost. 
· This is considered your World Class Scholar Application -- complete even if you are not planning to attend GHC.
· If you need additional financial aid to make it possible to attend GHC, contact your high school counselor or the GHC Financial Aid Office,

2. Complete portfolio of your years in Middle and High School, including:

· Transcripts showing 3.0 GPA at end of 1st semester 2011-2012
· Community service hours – Minimum 50 hours documented. 
· Activities report sheet
· Resume

· Personal goals and evaluation of goals
· Submit all of this information to your High School Counseling Office April 13
3. If you plan on attending GHC, take the GHC Placement Test!
You do not have to take the CPT test prior to April 13; however the rest of your documentation must be submitted by that date to your high school contact. You should take your placement test sometime during this spring and it absolutely must be taken before beginning school in the fall. The Counseling Office is scheduling CPT tests for HS seniors towards the latter part of April. 
To receive funding fall quarter you must:

· place at college level on the placement exam in reading, writing, and math, or 
· score 500 in English and Math on SAT or 20 on the ACT.
Students in Running Start do not need to re-take entrance exam as long as they have achieved a college level placement.
