Congratulations! You have only one semester to go before your high school graduation AND the distinction of being a Grays Harbor College World Class Scholar. I know this has taken a lot of work on your part and it must be gratifying to know that your goal of a high school diploma is within your grasp.

At Grays Harbor College, we are ready to honor you and welcome you in the student body next fall. There are a few simple steps you must take. These steps include completing the GHC admissions application, submitting financial aid documents when applicable, college’s placement exam, if you plan on attending GHC and completing your World Class Scholars portfolio with high school transcript, charted activities and community service reports. Please review the Checklist For Your Future document; this details the requirements.

The final deadline is April 13, 2012 for completing all these steps. (The college placement exam must be completed before registering for fall classes). Please submit all of these requirements, as noted on the attached sheet, to your school counseling office. Remember, when you are granted admission to GHC and enroll in Fall Quarter classes here, you will receive a $1,500 scholarship as a qualifying GHC World Class Scholar. That amount pays for almost one-half of a year’s tuition at GHC or buys a year’s worth of books and supplies. 

Even if you have decided to apply to colleges elsewhere, I strongly encourage you to meet all of the World Class Scholars requirements. I make this recommendation for three reasons:

· Grays Harbor College will honor all qualifying World Class Scholars (regardless of where they decide to enroll) at the time of their high school graduation; also,

· Plans and circumstances often change from Spring until Fall when it is time to go off to college. Let GHC be your back-up plan and the WCS scholarship will be awarded to you; and

· If you do attend another college, you may still use a portion of the funds toward classes taken during the summer quarter or online through GHC.
