Here is what you need to know:  All students with 24 or more credits on their current transcript will be able to 

register starting November 14th at 8 am.  All students with 23 or less credits on their current transcript will be 

able to register starting November 18th at 8 am.  Each group will register continually after their start date.  I will 

be seeing each group at least a week in advance to help prepare you to register on your earliest day.  

 

Have an Academic Plan?? Those students that have academic plans will be able to register without seeing me 

as soon as they have all their signatures for both the Registration form and the Verification form. Just see 

Patricia Williams for my signature.

Please don’t drop off your registration forms.  Many things that aren’t on the registration form can prevent 

you from registering; unpaid fees and unmet pre-requisites are just a two.  These things can be easily cleared up 

if you are present to take care of them.  You need to receive your registration print-out to be sure you are 

registered.  Winter Quarter begins January 4, 2012.   

 Seniors: If you are planning on attending Grays Harbor College next year as a regular student then you 

should apply for financial aid by February 15

.  There will be a number of Financial Aid Work Shops to help 

students with their financial aid application.
